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Clover Needs to Get a Grip

Sydney Lord Mayor Clover Moore’s doomed attempt to remove the right of the Sydney City Council to elect a Deputy Lord Mayor shows she has lost touch with reality, according to NSW Greens MP and local government spokesperson Sylvia Hale.

“Ms Moore’s assertion that it is more democratic for her to appoint the Deputy Mayor than for the position to be elected by Council, illustrates a bizarre understanding of democracy,” said Ms Hale.

“It is worth noting that Ms Moore won the Lord Mayoralty only as a result of Labor’s genuinely anti-democratic forced amalgamation of South Sydney and Sydney councils.”

“Ms Moore’s accusation that the new Deputy Lord Mayor, Greens Councillor Chris Harris, is more concerned with state politics than with the Council also shows a poor grasp of reality from the only member of the Council who simultaneously holds a seat in state parliament.”

“Ms Moore has called for the Local Government Act to be changed to allow her to appoint her Deputy. The Greens will not be supporting any such amendment.”

“Unlike the Lord Mayor, the Greens understanding of democracy is that it includes the right to a vote,” concluded Ms Hale.
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
