SIMPLE SOLUTIONS TO SOLVING
SYDNEY’S WATER PROBLEMS

Capture and Recycle - some ideas from Chris

* Subsidise rainwater tanks. If 50,000 households each installed a 10,000 litre rainwater
tank we would collect 500 million litres of water. Multiply that by 5 times a year and we
save 2.5 billion litres of water.

* Collect water off Sydney bridges and roads. In one year we would collect 60 million litres
off the Anzac bridge alone — enough water to flush the toilets of Pyrmont for a year and
have 30 million litres left over.

* Build water storage areas in apartment buildings and council carparks.

* Create roof gardens on council and government carparks and commercial and
residential high rise buildings to collect water and grow food.

Water falling on rooftopgidens goes to
M. grow food for the community.

* Recycle grey water, storm water & sewerage.

This is what the 60 million litres of untreated water that falls off
the Anzac bridge into the harbour every year would look like if it
fell in one day.

1 square metre of road, roof, bridge, park, tram line harvests
1100 litres of water a year. For example, the Anzac Bridge:

24,000m” x 1100litres = 26.4 million litres

+ freeway approaches = 40 million litres

Total 60 million litres of water saved in a year

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WHERE WE’D BUILD A SOLAR POWER STATION

Chris has already identified suitable land at Moree & Cobar.

Why there?

* 40% more sun than Sydney.

* Moree and Cobar have about 40,000 sq km of suitable land available.

* We would only need 27-30 sq km of land to build a solar thermal station to power the
seat of Sydney.

How much will it cost?

* Set up costs: similar to a coal fired power station.

* Running costs: no more than coal fired power and we don'’t have extraction, refining,

or transport costs — sunlight is free — so long-term cheaper than coal.
* Green house emissions: zero.

* Jobs: It's a new industry with great export potential therefore new jobs — the Greens
